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Introduction

This Critical Discourse Analysis course provides participants with a working knowledge of (CDA) and its application to ethnographic and qualitative research education. Although the contributions of other approaches to discourse analysis to CDA will be mentioned in passing, we will focus primarily on the close analysis of language as a resource for a social analysis of education. Specifically, we will draw on the resources of systemic functional linguistics, genre/text studies, interactional sociolinguistics and critical social theory to understand how linguistic features of texts constitute and are constituted by social, cultural and local relations, processes and contexts in which they are embedded. Using a seminar format, participants will 1) discuss selected readings on CDA methodology, key theoretical constructs, published CDA analyses used in ethnographic studies; 2) engage in collaborative and recursive analyses of texts from our own ongoing research; 3) use and contribute to the accompanying website as a primary resource to guide and deepen specific interests that the course intends to promote. Through these activities we aim to better understand how to use CDA to construct systematic, insightful and powerful interpretations of education.
Requirements/Assignments

1) Reading Response of Rogers, Rebecca (2003). A Critical Discourse Analysis of Family Literacy Practices: Power In and Out of Print. Due Sept 24.
What important methodological/theoretical constructs can you identify in the text? Can you expand on any of them? How does the discussion around orders of discourse helps Rogers build her argument? How do you think it will help you or not in your own analysis? How does the ‘sticky web’ of institutional discourse hold June and Vicky in place despite their investment and many competences? Can you relate this discussion to Christie’s claim that different events at school favor certain knowledge and cultural values more than others? (This is related to her discussion in chapter 3 about the Morning News event). 

2) Take a written text (e.g. textbook, survey, documents, online chat, news stories) or transcript of an oral conversation, discussion, interview, and use it throughout the course so that by the end you will have multiple analyses and interpretations of the same text
.  Select a text that comes from a context you have studied.  If you do not have text from your own study, select a text that comes from a context with which you are familiar, but does not require extensive research to get. 
3) Contribute at least three items to the website (in addition to the assigned contribution explain above): a glossary item; b) URL to article that uses discourse analysis with key words; c) Annotation of an item for the bibliography; d) Chart or graphic relevant to CDA.

4) Read and present on one of the Key Constructs Concepts (i.e., Ideology, Identity Formation, Intertextuality, Context, Positioning). Develop a concise and conceptual description of the concept that includes an example in everyday life along with a list of references for further reading (include both theoretical discussions and articles that use the construct.  You may take one of the constructs already started and develop it further.  Or you may read and present Christie’s work instead.
5) FINAL PROJECT. 
Draft a possible article, proposal or lesson that makes either a methodological or substantive point using the transcript you have been analyzing all semester. You should include all parts of the article, proposal or lesson but you don’t have to have all parts worked out (this is a sketch not a completely worked out article, proposal or lesson). What should be fully worked out is the analytic point your transcript makes and a description of the theory and analytic method used to do your analysis, and of course your interpretation. 
b. Provide a reflective meta-commentary of the analysis in terms of the imagined audience for the possible paper, the resources (discourses, genres, contexts etc.) you were drawing on in doing this analysis and how this has shaped the analysis, and the challenges you faced in doing the assignment.

� Examples of how this multiple analysis can be done are found in Rogers 2003 and Christie 2003. To cite just one example, Rogers’ recursive way of analyzing the same text through different ‘orders of discourse’ levels (ways of interacting or genres, ways of representing or discourses and ways of being or styles) illustrates the value of engaging dialogically and fluidly with texts (see Chapter 2 p. 30-33 for a specific methodological rationale. Case study data application examples are found throughout the ethnography. i.e.,Ch. 3 p. 45).
