HIGHER GRADES: Multiple research studies have shown that students who
attend their classes obtain higher grades than students who skip classes. If
your professor puts his/her notes online, you should still go to class and be
an active listener and note taker. The more opportunities you have to learn
the information, the more you will remember, and the easier studying will be.
SURPRISE INFORMATION: Professors often change exam/quiz dates,
give clues for exam questions, add key information to their online notes, or
provide surprise extra credit for students who are in attendance.

YOU PAID FOR IT: Or you will when you graduate! As an in-state student
with 5 classes, you are paying about $1000 PER COURSE- that's $70 per
class! Out of state students are paying $2,630 PER COURSE or about
$190 per class!!! That's a lot of money to waste!

Graduate students who help the professor with the course and often teach
discussion sections

They may grade exams, take attendance or even give a lecture when the
professor is absent

Their most important role is to HELP YOU during their office hours

Review a confusing class topic

Prepare for an exam

Learn about exam questions that you got wrong

Discuss a major or career option related to the course

Obtain a recommendation letter: One day soon, you will need a
recommendation for an internship, job, study abroad program, etc.
Professors are a great resource, but they need to know who you are first!

After the add/drop deadline, you can remove a course from your schedule
through a course withdrawal (also known as a w-drop). The deadline for the
w-drop is the mid-semester point (October 29th for Fall 07). Complete a
Course Change Request form and turn it in to the Registrar’s Office.
The course will remain listed on your transcript with a “W.” One or two “W’s”
on your transcript is no problem, but a pattern of “W’s” is not recommended.
You should talk to an advisor about withdrawing if:

a) you anticipate failing a course

b) one course is impacting your success in other courses

c) you are overwhelmed by the number of credits you are

taking

Remember: You need to maintain 12 credits to be a full-time
