Revenue Driven in PSv7.5 is Associated Revenue in PSv8.9
Background

1. In PSv7.5 there were a number of funds designated as Revenue Driven funds.

2. For each dollar of revenue posted to a Revenue Driven Chart Field String, a dollar of Appropriation budget was added (or subtracted as appropriate).
3. The Appropriation budget less expenses, less encumbrances provided the remaining Available Budget.
4. The creation of the automated Revenue Driven process to add / subtract a dollar of budget for each revenue dollar was a custom program.

What’s New in PSv8.9

1. In PSv8.9 we are using a delivered program to replace the Revenue Driven custom program.

2. The PSv8.9 replacement for Revenue Driven is called Associated Revenue.

3. Associated Revenue adds together budget and revenue and subtracts expenses and encumbrances to provide the remaining Available Budget.
See Example of Budget Overview Inquiry

A = Budget – this is the Ending Fund Balance from the previous fiscal year (this is different for FY2007 because of the upgrade from PSv7.5 to PSv8.9 midyear.  For FY2007 this is the sum of the FY2006 Ending Fund Balance and the Revenue as of 12/31/2006)
B = Associate Revenue – this is the revenue for the current fiscal year (for FY2007 this is revenue for Periods 7 to 12)
C = Available Budget – the budget available for new expenses and new encumbrances
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
