
Paddy Rice Yield in 

Massachusetts

Can rice be grown in Massachusetts?

- rice requires high temperatures and cannot tolerate frost

- while thought of as a tropical crop it is grown from tropics

to warm temperate zones, up to  50o N of the equator

- highest yields and best quality rice between 30o and 45o N 

Figure 1.  Massachusetts rough rice yield in 2002 and 2003. Rice seeded in greenhouse mid-May,

transplanted in paddy mid-June, harvested early September.
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
