GENERAL INFORMATION

The 2002 Commencement ceremony for bachelor’s degree
candidates will be held rain or shine on Sunday, May 26,
10 a.m. to noon, at Warren P. McGuirk Alumni Stadium on
the University campus. The Procession of Degree Candidates
will begin at 10 a.m.

Tickets are not required and there is no limit on
the number of guests who may attend. In case of heavy
rain, the ceremony will still take place outside but will be
shortened to run for approximately one hour.

The speaker and honorary degree recipients will be
announced in late April.

INFORMATION FOR SENIORS

Eligibility
A student’s year of graduation is established by the
Registrar’s Office. To be eligible to participate in the May
2002 Commencement ceremony, students must have
graduated in February 2002 or be scheduled to graduate in
either May or September of 2002. Students scheduled for
February 2003 graduation who wish to attend the May
2002 ceremony must file a “Petition to Participate in an
Earlier Commencement” form beginning May 6. This form
is available at the Registrar’s Office, 207 Whitmore. (See
also “Program Listings.”) Students requesting this will not
have their names printed in the program, but will be
included in the official graduating-class list.

Program Listings

Because of publication deadlines, additions to the gradua-
tion list made after April 8 will not be included in the
program book.

Students who have a “full” privacy request on file but
wish to be listed in the Commencement program book
must notify the Dean of Students Office no later than the
close of business on April 1 to modify their privacy status.
Students who fail to do so will not be listed.

Caps, Gowns, Tassels, and

Announcements

Caps, gowns, and tassels (all of which have been prepaid by
Graduating Fees) and a packet of four commencement
announcements may be picked up at the Textbook Annex
between May 6 and 24, Monday-Friday, 9 a.m.-4 p.m.
Students are strongly advised to pick them up early
in May. A student ID card is required to confirm eligibility.
On Commencement day, caps and gowns may be obtained
at the Graduate Assembly Area, Lot 11, after 8:30 a.m. To
order personalized graduation announcements, call
Campus Copy at (413) 545-0371 or visit
(www.aux.umass.edu/campus.copy/).

Diplomas

Diplomas will be mailed after grades have been received,
recorded, and processed by the Registrar’s Office and the
diplomas have been engrossed, which is usually by late July.

Assembling for the Ceremony

There is no pre-Commencement rehearsal for stu-
dents. When picking up caps and gowns, students will
receive a handout about the Commencement ceremony. It
is very important that students read this in detail. It both
updates this brochure and provides information about the
assembly area, gate assignments, seating locations, and
related matters. This information will also be published in
one of the last issues of the Collegian and on the Web site
(www.umass.edu/commencement).

Students should arrive at Yellow Lot 11, carry-
ing their Commencement caps and gowns, no later
than 9:30 a.m., and should follow the posted signs to the
area designated for their school or college. At the appropri-
ate time, Commencement Marshals will line up students for
the procession and escort them onto the field.

Commencement Ball

The Commencement Ball on Friday, May 24, allows graduat-
ing seniors to celebrate their final days at the University in
a familiar yet formal setting. The Student Union will be
transformed into a formal hall, where guests will enjoy an
evening of music, dancing, gourmet foods, and refresh-
ments. There will also be rides around campus in a horse-
drawn carriage. Social hour will begin at 7 p.m. There will
be music and dancing from 8 p.m. to midnight. Tickets are
$35 each, and advance ticket purchase is required. To order
tickets, please call the Alumni Office at (413) 545-2317 or
visit the Web site (www.umassalumni.com).




Guest Seating

Tickets are not required, and there is no limit on the
number of guests who may attend. Guest seating is
unreserved. The Stadium seats approximately 17,000 people
and is not covered. Guests should follow weather forecasts
and arrive prepared to be shielded from sun or rain.

Lodging

Many area bed and breakfasts, motels, and hotels are
already booked for Commencement weekend. A limited
number of rooms will be available in selected University
residence halls for parents and other guests for Saturday,
May 25. To reserve a room, applications and further
information may be obtained from University Conference
Services (UCS) at 918 Campus Center, UMass, Amherst, MA
01003, telephone (413) 545-2591, fax (413) 545-0050.
Students must pick up an application at the UCS office.
Space will be guaranteed if the form is returned with full
payment by May 3.

Rooms are $52 for a double occupancy and $42 for a
single. A linen packet (two sheets and a towel, pillow,
pillowcase, and blanket) will be provided. Residence halls
are not air-conditioned. There are no private bathrooms,
and pets are not allowed.

Flowers and Souvenirs
Fresh-cut roses, bouquets of flowers, and balloons will be
on sale both inside and outside the stadium.

Food Services and Snacks
Coffee, bottled water, juices, and breakfast pastries will be
available for purchase both inside and outside the Stadium.

The Campus Center Bluewall will be open from 7 a.m.
to 7 p.m. and the Campus Center Starbucks Coffee Cart will
be open from 6:30 a.m. to 3 p.m.

Following Commencement, a food court at the north
end of the Stadium will sell grinders, salad, wraps, fruit
cups, desserts and beverages.

TRAVEL ROUTES

Traffic into the greater Amherst area may be heavy as early
as 8 a.m. on the day of the ceremony, so please plan
accordingly and listen for traffic updates on WMUA 91.1
FM. Major construction is under way on the Coolidge
Bridge, off Exit 19 of I-91, on Route 9. This is the most
common route to UMass from [-91, but because of construc-
tion-related traffic delays we advise you to consider other
routes to campus.

From the South, Via I-91 North

1. Off Exit 19 in Northampton: From the exit ramp, turn
right onto Route 9 and go approximately 4.5 miles to Route
116 North. Turn left onto 116 and go one mile to the UMass
exit. (See the construction warning above.)

2. Off Exit 24 in Deerfield: At the stop sign at the top of the
ramp, turn right (north) onto Routes U.S. 5/10/116, and
immediately turn right again at the traffic lights onto
Route 116 South. Continue 8 miles to the UMass exit.

From the North, Via I-91 South

1. Off Exit 25 in Deerfield: At the end of the ramp turn left
and follow the road to the intersection. Turn right onto
Routes 5 & 10 South. Go one mile, turn left onto Route 116
South, and follow it eight miles to the UMass exit.

From the North, Via I-93 South

1. Follow 1-93 to 1-495 South. Follow to Route 2 West.
Continue on Route 2 to U.S. 202 South. Follow for about 15
miles to the blinking light at the Pelham exit marked
“Route 9 and 116 Amherst.” Turn right and follow the road
for seven miles to Amherst center. Follow signs to UMass.

From the East or West, Via I-90

1. Off Exit 8 (Palmer/Ware): Follow Route 32 South to
Palmer, take Route 20 West to Route 181 North into
Belchertown, and then Route 9 West to Amherst. Follow
signs to UMass.

2. Off Exit 7 (Ludlow): Follow Route 21 North to U.S. 202
North to Route 9 West to Amherst center. Follow signs to
UMass.

3. Off Exit 5 (Chicopee): Follow Route 33 North to Route
116 North to Amherst center. Turn left at the light onto
Route 9 West. Follow signs to UMass.

4. Off Exit 4 (West Springfield): Take I-91 North and follow
the directions given under “From the South, Via I-91
North,” above.
