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Welcome!    This Handbook is intended as a helpful guide to current departmental rules, regulations, and practices for graduate music students.  It is the only source that outlines degree requirements approved by the graduate faculty and the Graduate School as well as departmental policies on admissions, auditions, exams, etc.  It contains information on certain Graduate School policies and regulations that can be found in the official Graduate School Handbook and other official University of Massachusetts publications.  In case of conflict between this handbook and any officially published regulation or practice of the Graduate School and/or the University, the Graduate School and University’s official publications prevail. Changes will occur: students are responsible for any changes that are adopted officially.  Please contact the Graduate Program Director with any concerns regarding your degree program, course requirements, and other questions that you may have.

General Program Information

The University: Located in the picturesque New England town of Amherst, the University of Massachusetts is the largest public university in New England.  The Amherst campus is the flagship of the state’s five-campus system of public higher education. There are 150 major buildings situated on this 1,200-acreditse campus.  Roughly 24,000 students pursue studies in the university’s ten colleges and schools, which offer some 100 undergraduate, 70 master, and 52 doctoral degree programs. The University is a member of the New England Association of Universities and Colleges (NEAUC).  The Department is a fully accredited member of the National Association of Schools of Music (NASM).

Faculty:  34 full-time, 16 part-time

Enrollment:  300 students, 225 undergraduates and 75 graduates.

Facilities:  The Fine Arts Center houses extensive performing, academic, and administrative space, including the 2,000-seat Concert Hall and the 200-seat Bezanson Recital Hall.  The Department also uses the 700-seat Bowker Auditorium in Stockbridge Hall.

Non Degree Programs: Individuals may enroll as an “undesignated” graduate student and complete up to twelve hours of academic study. Once the twelve hours have been completed, the student must apply for admission and be accepted to a graduate program or cease graduate study. 

Post-Baccalaureate Initial Licensure Program: Individuals seeking licensure as a music teacher in the public schools of Massachusetts may enroll as “Licensure Only” graduate students and complete the sequence of courses required for initial licensure.  Students must complete the same sequence of courses required of undergraduate music education students at UMass, Amherst.  This sequence is outlined in the Music Education Handbook available on request or at www.umass.edu/music. Students submit official copies of all undergraduate transcripts to the Coordinator of Music Education who will review all completed coursework and determine what remains to be taken in order to qualify for licensure. Applicants should plan on one academic year of coursework plus a semester consisting of the student teaching practicum. Effective 2/06, the University of Massachusetts Amherst Department of Music and Dance has suspended admission to this licensure-only program in music.
4-Summer Master of Music in Music Education Program:  Teachers working toward professional licensure or students interested in working on a graduate degree during the summer may opt to attend classes offered for five weeks during the summer. Admission to the program is the same as admission to any other MM in music education program, however the applied and conducting concentrations require some independent study work during the academic year.

Performance Opportunities: Tuesday and Thursday recital series, student solo and studio recitals, vocal and instrumental ensembles.  Additional opportunities include the Five College Early Music Program, the Five College New Music Festival, and the Five College Choral Festival.

Music Library: The print music, book, journal and recording collections are located in the W. E. B. DuBois Library.  In addition, a Music Reserve Laboratory that includes listening facilities is located in the music wing of the Fine Arts Center.  Holdings include 18,000 books, 16,000 scores, 16,000 recordings, and 125 periodical subscriptions.

Five Colleges, Inc.: This consortium coordinates course offerings of the University with those of Amherst, Hampshire, Mt. Holyoke, and Smith Colleges, comprising nearly 2,000 faculty members (including nearly 100 music faculty members).

Visits:  The Department of Music & Dance welcomes visits by prospective students.  The Music Office can arrange meetings with faculty and students, attendance at classes and rehearsals, and a tour of the Fine Arts Center.  Please contact the Department at (413) 545-0311 to schedule an appointment.

Lockers:  Students fill out and return a Locker Request Form from the Music Office. Locker assignments are based on the following criteria, in order of priority:  Size of instrument, Music Major, Music Minor, Tech/Lab Instrument,  Others

Locker Request Forms are available during the first week of each semester.

Practice Rooms: Practice rooms are assigned during the first week of each semester, during posted hours, on a first-come, first-served basis.  A sheet for each practice room in the building will indicate available equipment (i.e. type of piano, mirror, etc.) and restrictions (i.e. piano majors only, etc.) and the times the room is available.  Practice-room reservations are good for one semester only. 

Noise Regulation: University and Departmental policies stipulate that regularly scheduled classes and ensembles will not be disturbed by practicing in any neighboring areas (this holds especially for those areas around FAC 36).  Please check the schedule book in the Music Office if you have any question about the suitability of your practice time and/or space.  Questions should be directed to the Director of Facilities.

NON-CREDITSEDIT PRIVATE LESSONS MAY NOT BE TAUGHT IN UNIVERSITY FACILITIES. The teaching of non-credit private lessons for compensation on a free-lance basis in the Fine Arts Center is a clear violation of State Law, which prohibits the use of public facilities for private gain. Since the current faculty of over 50 and student body of about 300 are operating in an overcrowded facility originally designed for some 25 faculty and 125 majors, the Department is obliged to manage every inch of its space as efficiently as possible. It is unfair to students who need to practice if the already constricted number of practice rooms is further diminished by illegal private teaching of non-credit lessons in the practice rooms and classrooms.

Admissions Information

Application: To enter a graduate music degree program at the University of Massachusetts, prospective students must meet the admission requirements of both the Graduate School and the department.  Applicants must complete a Graduate School application and pay the application fee.  You may request an application form from the Graduate School at the address listed below, by telephone, or via its website: www.umass.edu/gradschool.  Applications may be submitted by mail or electronically through the same website.  The Graduate School also requires applicants to submit an official copy of all undergraduate and graduate transcripts and two letters of recommendation.  International applicants whose native language is not English must submit verification of a TOEFL score at or above 550 (written) or 213 (computerized version). Recorded performances and video tapes of conducting may be accepted in lieu of an on-campus audition for students who live too far from campus to audition in person but the faculty reserves the right to require an on-campus audition prior to any admission decision.  While special audition appointments can be made, applicants should make every effort to attend one of the scheduled audition dates in December or February. Graduate Assistantships
Graduate teaching assistantships are available on a competitive basis. They provide a stipend for teaching and performance duties assigned by the department. During the 2008-2009 academic year the stipend is $6935 for thirty-six weeks at ten hours of work per week. The stipend carries with it tuition remission and partial remission curriculum and health fee waivers. The total award is worth as much as $19,000 (for out-of-state students) but does not cover $1230 in graduate student senate and service fees to be paid each year and one-time-only graduate service and entering fee of $175. There is no separate application for graduate teaching assistantships; applicants wishing to be considered for a teaching assistantship should check the appropriate box on the Graduate School Admission Application and discuss their relevant experience and skills in the Personal Statement.  For assistantships in music theory, applicants must be prepared to demonstrate keyboard skills.  For assistantships in accompanying, applicants must be prepared to demonstrate sight-reading skills. To ensure being considered for a Teaching Assistantship, international applicants must take the TOEFL early enough for its score to arrive by the application deadline.

Renewal/Termination of Graduate Assistantships: Graduate Teaching Assistantships in Music are normally offered with the expectation of regular renewal for a total of four semesters.  Students are informed in April of the renewal or non-renewal of their assistantship.  In some cases the renewal will carry different duty assignments as determined by the anticipated academic needs of the department. Renewal is based on the following criteria: 

1.
continued university funding (under the terms of the GEO contract);

2.
satisfactory academic performance as a graduate student in Music;

3.
satisfactory work performance as a Teaching Assistant/Intern in Music;

4.
written recommendation of the supervising faculty member;

Assistantships may be terminated before the end of four semesters for any one or more of the following reasons:

1.
lack of university funding (under the terms of the GEO contract);

2.
unsatisfactory academic performance as a graduate student in Music;

3.
unsatisfactory work performance as a Teaching Assistant in Music;

4.
any other reason that constitutes "just cause."

Except in the most unusual circumstances (for example, unexcused absence from workplace responsibilities), a formal thirty-day letter of warning from the Department Chair will precede the termination of a Teaching Assistantship prior to the four-semester commitment.

The department may consider continuation of a Graduate Teaching Assistantship beyond the normal four-semester commitment by special written request to the Graduate Program Director before March 15 of an academic year.  Such a request must be based on compelling educational reasons and supported by the graduate student’s major professor.  In order to provide maximum opportunities for entering graduate students, such extensions will be granted infrequently, and the duration will be for a fifth or sixth semester at the maximum.

All graduate teaching assistants at UMass are members of the Graduate Employment Organization (GEO) Local 2322 of the United Auto Workers.  For further information about conditions of employment under the GEO contract, visit the GEO website: http://www-unix.umass.edu/~geo/  

Financial Aid: Graduate Financial Aid Services offers programs to assist students in financing their education regardless of income or eligibility for need-based financial aid. International Applicants: The Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) is required of all applicants for admission to the Graduate School who are not citizens of the United States and whose native language is not English. Applicants from India are required to submit TOEFL scores. Information about the examination may be obtained by writing:

The TOEFL requirement may be waived if the applicant has attended on an American university on a full-time basis for a period of at least two academic years immediately preceding the anticipated entrance date. A score of 550 (213 on the Computer-Based Test) or above is required for admission. Students scoring between 530 and 549 (197 and 212 on the CBT) who otherwise meet the requirements set by department may be admitted provisionally provided they agree to attend a summer institute in English at their own expense in the summer prior to admission.  

International Teaching Assistants: Many departments offer teaching assistantships to qualified graduate students. International applicants are eligible for these assistantships. Since teaching assistantships involve instruction, students who are awarded a teaching assistantship and whose native language is not English are required to demonstrate oral English proficiency. Students may do this either by passing the Test of Spoken English administered by the Educational Testing Service (ETS) before their arrival on campus and at their own expense or by passing the SPEAK test upon arrival on campus at no cost to them. A score of 50 or above is required to pass the TSE or SPEAK test. Information about the ETS may be obtained by writing to: TOEFL Program Office at the ETS address above. If the teaching assistantship is awarded, the test result has no bearing on the funding of the teaching assistantship. Students who do not pass the test are assigned responsibilities corresponding to their level of proficiency in spoken English and asked to enroll, at no cost to them, in the spoken English Communication Instruction classes offered by the Graduate School. This requirement may be waived upon the Graduate Program Director's request for students in the following categories: a) students who have taken and passed a test with similar purpose at another U.S. university; b) students who have an undergraduate degree from a U.S university; or c) students whose entire education has been in the United Kingdom, Ireland, English-speaking Canada, Australia, New Zealand, Commonwealth Caribbean, or the United States.

Placement Exams

Diagnostic Placement Tests in music history, music theory and aural skills are required of all entering masters students before they enroll for coursework.  Applicants in Music History/Musicology and in Music Theory must pass the corresponding test as an entrance test prior to acceptance. Musicology applicants must score 70 or higher on each half of the history test to pass. Theory applicants must pass all sections of the written theory test and the aural skills test. If students in other concentrations should fail either half of the history test or any section of the written theory test, they must take undergraduate courses to remedy the deficiency or work on their own before re-taking the test. Students are not allowed to enroll in any graduate-level history course until they pass all sections of the history test.  Students are not allowed to enroll in any graduate-level theory course until they have passed all sections of the written theory test. Students who do not pass the diagnostic exams within the first twelve credits or two semesters of coursework may be dropped from their degree program.  

Each test takes approximately one hour to complete and most applicants take both tests at the time of their on-campus audition/interview.  For all other entering students the tests are administered on the Friday before classes begin in the fall and spring semesters.  The tests are administered ad hoc before the summer term. Off-campus written tests within the United States can be arranged.  In such a case, the applicant may identify an examination supervisor from a convenient school, college, or university. Upon being informed of the supervisor’s name, address and telephone number and the date of testing, the Graduate Program Director will forward the tests to the supervisor, who will return them to the Graduate Program Director for grading.  Since part of the music history examination includes listening, a cassette tape deck will be needed. No reference materials may be used during either test, including the use of any instrument for the music theory examination.  Applicants coming to Amherst from foreign countries must take the placement tests after arriving on campus, but before registering for courses.     

MASTER OF MUSIC DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

Goals:
The Master of Music Degree is intended for undergraduate music students who desire to pursue graduate study in order to continue the development of their analytical, creative  and pedagogical skills.  The goals of the Master of Music degree are to provide advanced training in a specific emphasis area, confer degrees to students who can communicate musical knowledge in oral and written form and prepare students for employment in the field of music. 

Objectives:
· To equip students with the ability to understand music’s aesthetic content, structure, place in history, and role in contemporary society.

· To develop those talents and skills necessary to compete as professional musicians.  Such talents and skills include theoretical analysis, musical style and performance practice, technical skill, conducting, methods and pedagogy, and knowledge of music literature appropriate to the emphasis area.

· To develop students’ individual talents and skills beyond that attainable in undergraduate study, thereby providing the community, surrounding area, and music professions with a select group of creative and artistic people who can promote the art of music.
A student’s graduate degree requirements are those in force the day of registration of the first semester of enrollment.  A student is considered full-time when enrolled in nine (9) or more credit hours.   Current INS regulations require that all foreign graduate students register for full time, except in their final semester if they need fewer than 9 credits to graduate.

Graduate Credits and Grade Requirements: The Master of Music (M.M.) degree is conferred upon satisfactory completion of a carefully planned curriculum consisting of a minimum of thirty-three (33) graduate credits (courses with numbers higher than 500).  All M.M. candidates may transfer up to six (6) graduate credits from other institutions, on  the approval of the Graduate Program Director and the Graduate School. An eight-credit limit also applies to the transfer of courses taken at the University of Massachusetts, Amherst as a non-degree graduate student before being admitted to (provisional or regular) M.M. degree status.  The Graduate School and the Department require that students maintain a grade point average of 3.0 (B) and will not accept the transfer of any course with a lower grade.

Common Requirements: All graduate students in the master of music program are required to take two approved courses (six credits) in graduate music history and two approved courses (six credits) in graduate music theory.  These are courses at the 500 level or higher.  Selected courses that are approved for the program are offered also at Smith College. Registration for the Smith College courses must be approved in advance by the Graduate Program Director.  The courses in music history and music theory are offered on the four-semester rotation printed below.  On occasion seminars in special topics may be offered as substitutions for these courses. When those are offered a special announcement will be provided prior to the registration period.

Thesis and Recital Requirements: All M.M. students majoring in Music History/Musicology, Music Theory, and Music Education/Research are required to write a thesis.  Early in the student’s study, the Graduate Program Director will recommend a thesis committee that must approve the thesis topic and serve as the examining committee at the thesis defense.  For more information on the thesis process, students should pick up a copy of Guidelines for Theses and Dissertations from the Graduate School.

Accompanying majors must accompany four (4) recitals (two of which must be full recitals) in lieu of a thesis. Composition and Jazz Composition/Arranging majors must submit an original composition in large form in lieu of a thesis. Performance and Music Education/Applied Music majors must perform a full recital in lieu of a thesis.

Graduate Jury And Recital Permission Requirements: All graduate students studying applied music are required to perform annually at an area jury (normally in May), except during the year in which the degree recital has been performed. In the semester prior to performing a required degree recital, a student must obtain approval from a faculty jury. (Juries are held in December and May.)  In addition, all graduate degree recitals must be "previewed" approximately three weeks in advance by a Recital Preview Committee.  The Recital Preview Committee is appointed by the student’s major professor and consists of (a) the student’s major professor; (b) one or two additional members of the applied faculty, normally in the student’s performance area; (c) the designated representative in history or theory from the student’s Oral Exam Committee, as nominated by the Graduate Program Director. 

For performance majors, the recital requirement (degree recital) is a full solo recital.  However, appropriate chamber music may be included at the discretion of the student’s major professor. Where applicable, (b) in the paragraph above normally includes the faculty coach of the chamber ensemble.

Graduate students wishing to perform a non-degree-required recital must obtain prior approval from a jury (no preview is required.).  A graduate performance major holding an assistantship in performance may perform such a recital by permission of his/her major professor without a jury and without a preview.  However, repertoire performed on a non-degree recital may not be repeated subsequently on the degree recital.

A performance major receives two (2) credits for the degree recital, which is graded pass/fail by the student’s Recital Preview Committee.

The Friends of Music provides a $200 scholarship to graduate students who are approved for required recitals by a jury. Students are expected to use the money to compensate accompanists on whatever basis is mutually acceptable.  A request for payment of the scholarship will be accepted after the preview.  (In the event of a recital that is scheduled but then postponed, the scholarship will be paid, but paid only once!)  The request must bear the signature of the major professor supervising the recital and be submitted to the Department Business Manager.  It is the student’s responsibility to pay the accompanist before the recital.  Failure to do so may result in cancellation of the recital.

The department will record required recitals for its archives.  If students wish to have a copy of the recording (CD or cassette tape), they can purchase copies from the department.  A schedule of fees is available from the office manager.  Permission to record non-degree recitals must be obtained from the office manager. Unauthorized recording of recitals  in the department Recital Hall is strictly prohibited.

Graduate Voice Majors Jury Requirements: All graduate vocal majors are required to perform a twenty-minute jury in their first year of study.  One piece, selected by the teacher, will be assigned one hour before the jury for complete translation and performance.  One piece of music in any language will be assigned by the jury one day in advance.  A moderately difficult sight-reading exercise will also be given.  Should a student fail any part of this performance jury, another jury must be scheduled during the second year.  No student will be cleared for graduation until he/she passes the jury requirements.

Language Requirements: Proficiency Tests: Music History: All Music History/Musicology majors must demonstrate reading ability in one foreign language, preferably French or German, before beginning work on the thesis.  A faculty member in the relevant language department will administer the proficiency test and will report the result (in writing) to the Graduate Program Director.  The student is responsible for making all arrangements for the proficiency test.

Vocal Performance: All Vocal Performance majors are required to show proficiency in pronouncing and translating two of the following three languages (in addition to English): German, French, Italian.  In the case of a student whose native language is one other than English, German, French, or Italian and for whom the perfecting of English diction is a necessary priority, an exception may be made to permit English as a substitute for one of the above languages.  The voice faculty is responsible for this decision and will notify the Graduate Program Director in writing.

At the time of enrollment into the graduate program, the student’s applied teacher will conduct a test and advise the student if remedial work is necessary.  By the end of the semester preceding the student’s degree-required recital, the voice faculty will test the student’s pronunciation and comprehension skills, offering typical song texts to be read and translated.  The use of a dictionary is allowed.

Master's Oral (General) Examination: All M.M. students must take a one-hour comprehensive oral examination, usually in April of the last year of study.  Three faculty members who are appointed by the Graduate Program Director will conduct the examination.  One committee member is from the student’s major area, plus one faculty member each from music history and music theory.  For students concentrating in Music Education/Applied Music or Music Education/Conducting, the committee and questions will include both areas of the concentration plus music history and music theory.  For students whose concentration is Music Theory or History, two or more faculty member from the major subject will serve on the committee.  The student is permitted and strongly advised to consult with the major professor(s) as to specific areas in which questions may arise.

For students in the MM in Performance degree the oral exam will be based in the repertoire performed on the degree recital (Music 630). Students must provide committee members with copies of the scores to the works being performed on the recital at least one week prior to the exam.  During the exam students will be expected to place the works in historical and theoretical contexts as well as address appropriate performance practice, pedagogy, and other works in the genres of which the performed works are representations.  For students in the MM in Jazz Composition, the exam will be based in the composition project (Mus 631). Students will be expected to place the work in historical and theoretical contexts as well as address appropriate performance practice, pedagogy, and other works in the genre of which the composition project is a representation.

Near the beginning of each fall semester a meeting will be held for all M.M. students with the music history and music theory faculties, who will discuss their expectations in their areas and go over practice questions.   New students are strongly urged to attend this meeting and begin their preparation for the oral exam as early as possible.  A student who fails the examination or any section of it may retake the failed part(s) in no sooner than four months.  The examination may be taken up to three times.  If a student should fail the third examination, the Graduate School terminates enrollment in the degree program automatically. 

Eligibility Form: The Eligibility Form is an inventory of the credits counted toward the Master’s Degree.  The student should pick up the form at the Degree Requirements Office of the Graduate School (534 Goodell) along with an unofficial copy of his/her transcript.  Before filling out the form the student should request a copy of the Department’s "Guidelines for Completing the Eligibility Form" from the Graduate Secretary or the Graduate Program Director.  The completed form, along with the transcript, is given to the Graduate Program Director no later than the time of the oral examination.  The Graduate School has non-negotiable deadlines for submission of theses and eligibility forms: the last working day of April (for May graduation), the last working day of August (for September graduation), and January 15 (for February graduation).  Since the forms must be checked individually and signed by both the Graduate Program Director and the Department Chair, it is imperative that they be handed in promptly.
Program Fee: In any spring or fall semester that a degree student does not register for courses--either during a leave of absence or while completing a thesis or other requirement—the student must pay a Program Fee (currently $300) by the tenth class day of the semester (the end of the add-drop period). The Graduate School does not send a bill for this fee except in the form of a notice of administrative withdrawal. A student who is withdrawn for non-payment of the Program Fee can be reinstated only by written permission of the Graduate Program Director and payment of all outstanding program fees plus a $50 readmission fee.
GRADING POLICY FOR TEACHING ASSISTANTS ASSIGNED TO DEPARTMENT ENSEMBLES

A Graduate Teaching Assistant (TA) who is assigned to an ensemble as part of his/her TA load should also enroll in the ensemble; however, the appropriate grade for the instructor to record on the grade sheet is SAT or UNSAT.  Faculty supervisors of ensemble TAs should make TAs aware of their responsibilities before the ensemble activities begin—including any special responsibilities beyond those normally expected of regular ensemble members. TAs with ensemble assignments should regard attendance at rehearsals as seriously as an assignment to teach a class. [NOTE: TAs enrolled in an ensemble that is not assigned as part of their TA load will be graded in the usual manner.]

The voice faculty is responsible for this decision and will notify the Graduate Program Director in writing. At the time of enrollment into the graduate program, the student’s applied teacher will conduct a test and advise the student if remedial work is necessary.  By the end of the semester preceding the student’s degree-required recital, the voice faculty will test the student’s pronunciation and comprehension skills, offering typical song texts to be read and translated. DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY IN MUSIC DEGREE
Goals:

The Doctor of Philosophy Degree in Music is intended for advanced musician/scholars who desire to complete their graduate study in a specific area of music and continue the development of their creative, analytical, theoretical, pedagogical and scholarly analytical skills and knowledge. The goals of the degree are to provide advanced training in a specific emphasis area, confer degrees to students who can communicate musical knowledge in oral and written form and prepare students for employment at colleges and universities.

Objectives:
· To equip students with the ability to understand music’s aesthetic content, structure, place in history, and role in contemporary society.

· To develop those talents and skills necessary to compete as professional musician/scholars.  Such talents and skills include extensive foundations in theoretical analysis and history, advanced knowledge in one area of music work, scholarship, research skills and knowledge of current trends in their specific emphasis area.

· To develop students’ individual talents and skills beyond that attainable at the masters level study, thereby providing the scholarly music community with a select group of creative and artistic people who would scholars who will promote the art of music.
The Doctor of Philosophy in Music is offered in two concentrations—Music Education and Music Theory.  

Admission to the Program: To be admitted to either doctoral concentration, an applicant must 

(1) submit a detailed resume of training and experience with supportive evidence of extensive preparation to determine eligibility for advanced study

(2) provide evidence of requisite writing and research skills in the form of the master’s thesis and/or major research paper(s)

(3) complete diagnostic examinations in music history and music theory.  The two exams identify any deficiencies that must be addressed during the residency. An applicant must pass both diagnostic exams before he/she is permitted to take the qualifying exams.

On the basis of the results of the preliminary evaluation procedures, an applicant, if accepted, may be advised to take courses to eliminate deficiencies or to strengthen desired cognate areas.

Residence Requirement: A Ph.D. student must spend a minimum of one academic year of full-time study beyond the Master’s degree in residence.  This year may include the usual fall-spring or the spring-fall sequence.  Summer session, however, will not serve as part of a two-semester sequence.

Degree Requirements: The Ph.D. degree is conferred upon satisfactory completion of a curriculum consisting of a minimum of sixty semester hours of approved course work beyond the Master’s degree in Music, including eighteen hours of dissertation credit.

Language Requirement: Ph.D. candidates in Music Theory must demonstrate reading skill in two of the following languages: German, French, Italian, or another language as may be required for the dissertation and as approved by the student’s advisory committee.  The language requirement should be fulfilled as early as possible after a student has entered the program and not later than one full semester prior to the qualifying examination. A faculty member in the relevant language department will administer the proficiency test and will report the result (in writing) to the Graduate Program Director.  The student is responsible for making all arrangements for the proficiency test. Students are allowed to use a dictionary during these exams as well as one or two other books  (such as a conjugation text) for use during the exams.  No other materials (including electronic references, laptops, PDAs, cell phones, etc.) are allowed.
Research Tools: Depending upon the nature of the program of studies, Ph.D. candidates in Music Education will demonstrate skills with various research tools.  These may include foreign languages, statistics, computer techniques, and/or others.  This requirement is to be determined in consultation with the Music Education doctoral advisor as the candidate begins the program of study.

Qualifying Exams and Admission to Candidacy

Prior to scheduling the Qualifying Exam, doctoral students must complete written exams in support areas of music study. Doctoral students in music education must take exams in music theory and music history while doctoral students in music theory will take an exam in music history. Once those exams are completed satisfactorily, an applicant may schedule the qualifying exam. The admission to candidacy follows the successful completion of the written and oral portions of the qualifying examination.  Applicants in music education will be examined in music education.  Applicants in music theory will be examined in music theory The qualifying examination may be scheduled at any time during the semester when all members of the Advisory Committee are available and as designated by the Graduate Program Director.  All portions of the examination are to be completed within one month and must be passed prior to registering for the doctoral dissertation.

In the event the qualifying examination or any part thereof is failed, it may be repeated only once, in a manner and in such depth as may be determined by the Advisory Committee and the Graduate Program Director.  This re-examination will be scheduled at a mutually satisfactory time within a period of not less than one semester or more than one year from the date of the first examination.

Final Oral Examination (Dissertation Defense): After satisfactorily completing all required course work and passing the qualifying examination, and after the approval of the final draft of the dissertation, the candidate will be eligible for the final oral examination.  The Office of Graduate Degree Requirements must be informed at least three weeks in advance of the date and time of this examination, to which all members of the University’s Graduate Faculty are invited.

DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY IN MUSIC: MUSIC THEORY

The Doctor of Philosophy Degree in Music is intended for advanced musician/scholars who desire to complete their graduate study in a specific area of music scholarship in order to continue the development of their creative and analytical skills.  The goals of the degree are to provide advanced training in a specific emphasis area, confer degrees to students who can communicate musical knowledge in oral and written form and prepare students for employment at colleges and universities.

Objectives:
· To equip students with the ability to understand music’s aesthetic content, structure, place in history, and role in contemporary society.

· To develop those talents and skills necessary to compete as professional musician/scholars.  Such talents and skills include extensive foundations in theoretical analysis and history, advanced knowledge in one area of music work, research skills and knowledge of current trends in their specific emphasis area.

· To develop students’ individual talents and skills beyond that attainable at the masters level study, thereby providing the scholarly music community with a select group of creative and artistic people who would promote the art of music.
Program - Sixty semester hours of approved course work beyond the Master’s degree, which include eighteen hours of dissertation credit. See p.19 for specific course requirements.

Admission to program – In addition to the general requirements listed on p. 8, applicants must satisfy the following requirements before being admitted:

1.
Possession of a Master’s degree in music with a concentration in theory.

The Master’s Degree Oral Exam 

What is the oral exam?


The oral exam is a one-hour exam based on your knowledge of music and your musical training to date. All curricula are by their very nature fragmented, linear, and sequential, providing little opportunity during regular course work to synthesize information from history, theory, pedagogy, performance, conducting, etc. into one unified understanding of a musical work, style, or learning problem.  The master’s exam requires students to bring all of the disparate parts of their music study to bear on one set of questions, thereby integrating the music experience in a challenging and unique format that more closely approximates a musician’s daily thought and actions.

The exam is divided into three sections, history, theory, and your major area.


Committee members have approximately twenty minutes to ask questions after which time they may ask any follow-up questions they feel are needed to clarify or extend your answers

You must answer questions satisfactorily in each section to pass the exam.


After the exam, assuming you performed satisfactorily on all portions, the members of your committee will sign the appropriate forms and the graduate program director will forward them to the Graduate School.  If, however, you do not pass one or more parts of the exam, you may take it one more time.  The exam cannot be taken a third time.  Should a student fail both attempts, the student will be dropped from the degree program.
What is the purpose of the exam?

The purpose of the oral exam is to guarantee that as a master’s candidate you:

A. possess advanced knowledge in your major area.  Questions in the major area insure that your knowledge is deep, broad, and current in your area of expertise.

B. possess a thorough general knowledge of music.  Questions in music history and theory insure that you are securely rooted in the foundations of the music professions. 

C. can express yourself clearly and accurately in conversation.  Every scholar/performer must be able to discuss the issues and problems of the music professions.  The oral exam is designed to measure skill at “thinking on your feet” and verbally responding appropriately to questions.

What is the content of the exam?

           The content of each exam is unique and the music discussed varies by major. Yet, the general format is consistent. The professor representing history/literature most likely will expect you to describe enough features of a music score to secure its place in musical history. You will be asked to identify the likely period of the piece (Medieval, Renaissance, Baroque, etc.) the probable genre (aria, motet, sonata, symphony, etc.) and give an educated guess concerning composers who might have written the work.  The professor representing music theory will expect you to identify cadences, chord types and progressions, form, scale structures and composers who wrote in the style of the work.  The professor representing your major area will ask specific questions about your area of specialization. Since this varies from student to student it is not possible to give examples here.


For students in the MM in Performance degree the oral exam will be based in the repertoire performed on the degree recital (Music 630). Students must provide committee members with copies of the scores to the works being performed on the recital at least one week prior to the exam.  During the exam students will place the works in historical and theoretical contexts as well as address appropriate performance practice, pedagogy, and other works in the genres of which the performed works are representations.  For students in the MM in Jazz Composition, the exam will be based in the composition project (MUS 631). Students will be expected to place the work in historical and theoretical contexts as well as address appropriate performance practice, pedagogy, and other works in the genre of which the composition project is a representation.

How do I prepare for the exam?


      The time it takes to prepare for the exam varies from student to student but four to six weeks of intensive study is a good rule of thumb. You cannot expect to review everything you’ve learned about music so make it a point to see all members of your committee at least several months prior to the exam to discuss their expectations.   You can’t expect to receive specific questions that will be asked on the exams but you can use your professors’ guidelines to develop an effective study plan. 


          You may wish to form a study group in which the members give each other mock exams.  Excellent resources include Richard Crocker’s A History of Musical Style
, David Poultney’s Studying Music History
 (which includes practice exam questions), and the Historical Anthology of Music
 by Davison and Apel.


The graduate program director hosts an exam planning session each fall.  During the session, representatives from the theory and history areas answer your questions about how best to prepare for the exam.

Who is on my exam committee?


Your committee is assigned to you during the first semester of your residency as a graduate student. The committee consists of three professors representing your major area, music history/literature and music theory. If you have any questions about a committee member, please consult the graduate program director for assistance. 

When do I take the exam?


Most students take the exam during their last semester of coursework.  Before you can schedule your exam, you must complete (or be enrolled in) all of the Music Studies courses listed in your degree program.  You must set a specific time for the oral exam and all members of the committee must be present.  Once you have found a satisfactory time, you must notify the graduate program director and the graduate secretary of the date and time so that they can reserve a room and complete the paperwork to authorize the exam.  (If you plan to take the exam in the summer you must ascertain that all members of the committee will be available.)
THE DOCTOR OF PHILOSPHY QUALIFYING EXAM

All students enrolled in a doctor of philosophy degree program are called “applicants” until such time they pass the qualifying exam.  At that point students become “candidates” for the degree and are often called “ABD” students, meaning they have completed all coursework, except the dissertation.  The questions and answers below will use these terms.

What is the purpose of the qualifying exam?

The exam measures one’s skills at writing and speaking about music.  The exam is a comprehensive overview of one’s specialized area of study intended to assess and affirm an applicant’s knowledge of music and his/her readiness to contribute to the issues and scholarship that define a specific area of music study.  This is a doctor of philosophy degree in music and a thorough understanding of the common practice period of Western art music is the central core of knowledge to be assessed in the exam.

How is the exam structured?

The doctoral qualifying exam in music education consists of three parts:

(1) A written exam on topics in music education including essays and short answers.   This part is a proctored six-hour session to be taken on campus in one day without consulting any reference materials, notes, or other outside information.

(2) A written research analysis exam.  This part is a take-home exam to be completed over a 72-hour period (typically a weekend) without consulting anyone for assistance.  Students may consult reference materials in their work, but they must include a full citation of any such materials in their answers.

(3) A two-hour oral exam.  This part will range broadly over topics and issues in music education and may include questions about responses from the two written parts of the exam.

Students will complete the two written exams within one week.

Students take the oral part of the exam about one week after completing the two written parts.

The doctoral qualifying exam in music theory consists of three parts:

(1) A written exam on topics in music theory including essays and short answers.   This part is a proctored six-hour session to be taken on campus in one day without consulting any reference materials, notes, or other outside information.

(2) A written score-analysis exam.  This part is a take-home exam to be completed over a 72-hour period (typically a weekend) without consulting anyone for assistance.  Students may consult reference materials in their work, but they must include a full citation of any such materials in their answers.

(3) A two-hour oral exam.  This part will range broadly over the discipline of music theory and may include questions about the responses from the two written parts of the exam.

Students will complete the two written parts of the exam within one week.

Students take the oral part of the exam about one week after completing the two written parts.

What is the content of the exam?


The specialized area of study determines the content of the qualifying exam. In the case of applicants in music education, the exam focuses on research and issues in the areas of music education.  In the case of applicants in music theory, exam focuses on research and issues in music theory.

How is the written exam administered?

Members of the exam committee will provide a list of questions from which an applicant must select a specified number to answer.  The answers are recorded in an exam booklet that is sent to the committee member responsible for that portion of the exam. That committee member will read the applicant’s answers and judge them as “satisfactory” or “unsatisfactory.”  All members of the committee must deem the applicant’s answers “satisfactory” before the oral exam can be scheduled.

How is the oral exam administered?


Applicants will respond to questions the exam committee members may have about the answers provided in the written portions of the exam. Also, applicants will be expected to answer questions that were not on the written portions of the exam.  The exam measures an applicant’s ability to respond orally, in a professional way, to questions about the area of specialty.

When is the exam administered?


An applicant may take his/her exam at the discretion of the major professor and the graduate music program director. The exam cannot be scheduled before all music coursework is completed, before all diagnostic exams have been passed and, in the case of music theory applicants, the two language exams have been passed.  Students may schedule the qualifying exam while concurrently enrolled in the final semester of music courses.


The oral portion of the exam is usually scheduled one week after the written portions of the exam are completed. This can vary due to individual schedules but the goal is to keep the oral portion of the exam as near the dates of the written portions as possible.

How is my committee selected?


Each applicant may select the members for his/her exam committee.  Usually, the applicant’s major professor assists in the selection and the additional committee members must agree to serve. All committee members must be selected from faculty who are authorized by the Graduate School to serve on doctoral committees. The applicant informs the graduate program director of the selection and the graduate program director then informs the individual committee members of the dates of the exam.

What happens after the exam?


Once the oral portion of the exam is completed the committee meets to make a final assessment of the applicant’s exam performance.  If that assessment is “satisfactory,” then the committee chair informs the graduate program director who, in turn, informs the Graduate School. Once all portions of the qualifying exam are assessed “satisfactory,” the applicant is formally named a candidate for the degree and may propose a topic to the committee that will oversee the dissertation.

What happens if some portion of the exam is deemed “unsatisfactory?”


Should any member of the exam committee deem any portion of the exam unsatisfactory, the applicant must reschedule the entire exam no sooner than one semester after the first exam.  Should any portion of the second exam be deemed unsatisfactory, the applicant will be dropped from the degree program and all further enrollment cancelled.

How is a dissertation committee determined?


The members of a candidate’s dissertation committee are not necessarily the same faculty members who served as the Advisory of exam committee. A dissertation committee may be formed as the major professor and candidate deem appropriate. The committee should consist of faculty who have expertise in the area of work and who are authorized by the Graduate School to serve of doctoral committees. One member of the committee must be from a department other than Music & Dance and authorized by the Graduate School to serve as a member of doctoral committees.


The applicant then works with the major professor and the members of this committee to structure a topic and oversee the final completion of the dissertation.

What else is required?


Once the dissertation is complete all candidates must defend the argument presented in their dissertation before the committee that oversaw its completion. The candidate must schedule a formal committee meeting and inform the graduate program director who, in turn, will announce the “defense” of the dissertation meeting to the Graduate School and the Amherst campus, at large.  The announcement must be published at least three weeks prior to the defense. This final committee meeting is open to all members of the UMass academic community should they choose to attend.

Who do I see if I have any additional questions about the process?


Applicants should speak first with their major professor and then see the graduate program director for any additional information.

The Dissertation Proposal Process

Once doctoral students have passed the qualifying exam and are officially candidates for the Ph.D., they are allowed to propose a topic for the dissertation.  The actual process is a matter of negotiation between the student and the major professor.  Usually, a meeting is called of all members of the dissertation committee and the student presents the proposal formally.  Yet, no formal committee meeting is required by the university.  The proposal may be sent to each committee member who initials approval on a cover sheet that is then placed in the student’s permanent file.  The structure of the proposal, i.e. the details, citation formats, etc., is negotiated between the student and the major professor with advice and consent of the dissertation committee members. What follows are a few questions related to the proposal process.

Who may serve as my major professor?


Currently, only Professors Brown, Hill, and Smar may serve as major professors in music education.  Only Professor Karpinski is authorized to serve in music theory.

Who may serve as committee members?


Any member of the university faculty who holds doctoral committee status with the Graduate School may serve.  Usually, the members are music faculty and are chosen because of their ability to provide insight and guidance on the research topic.  Also, they are chosen because they are willing to serve and will be available at the completion of the dissertation to read the final draft and participate in the final defense. The university requires that a committee member serve who is not a member of the music faculty.  This person is an observer of the proposal and defense process and represents the Graduate School in assuring the process is professional and fair to the candidate.

How many members should serve on a dissertation committee?


Any number may be appointed but usually the committee consists of three persons and no more than five.

When should I propose?


Candidates should propose at the earliest possible date after completing the comprehensive exam.  The proposing, writing and defending of a dissertation can take a full academic year or longer and the sooner one begins the better.

How do I propose?

Once the major professor has approved a draft of the dissertation proposal, the candidate may submit it to the remaining committee members for review and comment. The committee members may advise the candidate on options, but all final decisions concerning the content and procedures of the proposal lie with the major professor.  A final draft of the proposal must contain a cover page with the approval signatures of all committee members. That draft is then placed in the student’s permanent file.

How should I structure my proposal?


In music education, the proposal must consist of the first three chapters of the final dissertation, itself. These chapters follow the traditional format of an education dissertation, meaning chapter one is a defense of the topic and the importance of the specific research problem. Chapter two is an exhaustive review of all the published research on the topic from which the research problem has been identified.  Chapter three is a detailed explanation of the procedures the candidate will use in the process of researching the problem.


In music theory, students should consult with their main advisor and construct a proposal that presents the issue or problem to be addressed, the methodology to be used, and gives a clear sense of both the scope and depth of the proposed dissertation.  The proposal should also include an annotated bibliography.

What happens when I finish writing?

After writing the dissertation, a candidate must complete three steps.

A. Once the major professor has approved the final draft of the candidate’s dissertation, it is sent to all committee members and a date is set for the final oral defense of the dissertation. 

B. A meeting is scheduled in which the student defends the dissertation.  This is a public meeting that must be announced by publication four weeks in advance of the defense. All university students and faculty are welcome to attend. 

C. Once the committee deems the defense and final draft acceptable, the candidate prepares a copy for the university library in keeping with guidelines published by the Graduate School.  Once the copy is deposited in the university library, the candidate will be approved for graduation.

Welcome to UMass!

The following is an unofficial and informal guide that was assembled by graduate violin students studying with Elizabeth Chang. It is intended only to help orient new music students to the university campus and surrounding communities. ORIENTATION

FINDING A PLACE TO LIVE:

Graduate students:


As a graduate student you can choose to live either on or off campus.  If you decide to live on campus you will be assigned to one of the two graduate dorms: Prince or Crampton, both in the Southwest area.  Living on campus can be convenient because the distance from these dorms to the music department is a 5-10 minute walk and you don’t have to worry about riding the bus or driving to school.  However, you should be aware that your chances of getting a room by yourself on your first year of graduate studies are basically nil, so you should be prepare to share your room with another student.  On top of that, you’ll be sharing the bathroom and the kitchen with many other students.  It can be hard to find an available shower in the morning and the kitchen can be busy during lunch and dinner.  These dorms are “24 hour silence,” which means that, as a music student, you won’t be able to practice there. You will have to practice always at the music department, where finding an available space can be challenging.  If you are a performance major, you will have a key to your teacher’s studio, where you can practice, however, some studios tend to be very busy during the week. For all these reasons, it could be more convenient to live off campus.


In order to find a place to live off campus, you can use the Commuter Services and Housing Resource Center. Log on to the UMass web page (www.umass.edu), go to the link that says “Student Life”, then go to “Housing Services.” At the Housing Services web page, you will find a link to the Commuter Services and Housing Resource Center.  There you can go to “search rental listings” in order to see what is available at the time.  


You have different possibilities when you decide to live off campus.  Usually, the most economical is to rent a room in a house or to share an apartment with another student.  There is also the possibility of home sharing, where the rent is in exchange of in-home services or companionship.  There are different things to keep in mind when looking for a place to rent.  For example, 


1) Mobility: if you don’t have a car, make sure that you rent a place that is on the bus line and that the bus stop is not far from your apartment (winter can be very cold and snowy, and walking several blocks to the bus stop can be painful).  If you do have a car, you might be able to find places a little bit cheaper because they are not on the bus line.  However, parking on campus can be expensive and difficult, so you might want to consider a place near the bus line anyway.  


2) Expenses:  some apartments have the heat and electricity included in the monthly rent.  If you rent a place in which they are not included, be prepared to pay sometimes an extra $100 during winter for heating and electricity.


3) Laundry: some apartment complexes have laundry facilities, which can be most convenient especially if you don’t have a car.  If no facilities are available, then you will have to go to one of the launderies in town.


4) Subleasing: most rent contracts are one year long.  If you are not planning on staying in Amherst during the summer, you might want to sublease you apartment.  In this case, make sure that your landlord allows subleasing.  You might want to consider a nine month lease (from September to June), which is sometimes available.


5) Location:  most students choose to live in Amherst because it is closer to UMass.  However, if you have a car and are willing to commute, you might be able to find cheaper rentals in one of the nearby towns like Belchertown or Sunderland.


6) Furnishings: Some  rental apartment or rooms are furnished.  If you rent an unfurnished place, you can take an advantage of the multiple garage sales that take place at the end of the summer to find cheap furniture.


The relationship landlord-tenant can be difficult sometimes.  Remember that if you have any doubts about your contract or you run into difficult situations with your landlord, you can go to the Legal Services at the University where they will inform you about your rights and responsibilities as a tenant and give you advice.

Undergraduate students:


As an undergrad student, you are required to live on campus during the first two years (Freshman and Sophomore).  You will be informed about the different residential areas during the Orientation Session that is held during the summer.  You can also find extensive information in the UMass web page.  

THE UNIVERSITY

Ucard


Once you arrive on campus, you will need to issue your Ucard.  For this, you should go to the Ucard office in Franklin Dining Hall.  The office hours are Monday to Friday from 8:30 am to 5 pm, and the phone number is (413) 545 0197.

OIT Account


Every UMass student must have an OIT account.  This will allow you to log onto any computer lab on campus, as well as access all the library resources from off campus.  You will also have an e-mail account. As a new student you will receive a packet with all the information about OIT and directions to activate your account on-line.


If you do not receive this packet, you must go in person, with your valid UCard (UMass picture ID), to open a new account, add a service, or to have your password reset if you forget it. This is a security precaution to protect you and the privacy of your account

Billing

Graduate students


Even though as a graduate student you have tuition waiver, there are still some University fees for which you are responsible.  These fees are about $800 the first semester and $600 every other semester.  It is very common (especially during the first semester) to receive a scary bill for a couple thousand dollars.  DON’T PAY IT!  Go to the Bursar’s Office in Whitmore Administration Building and talk to them.  The problem seems to be that it takes them a while to process your health insurance waiver.  That fee should be dropped.

Undergraduate students


The Bursar’s Office tends to be very busy at the beginning of the semester and sometimes they make mistakes.  Always review the bills you receive and make sure that they are correct.

SPIRE


Plan on investing some time when you are going to use Spire to register for your classes as the system tends to go down every now and then when everybody is trying to register and you might have to wait till the next day.  Avoid registering for your classes the day before the deadline to avoid complications.

Parking


       Parking is one of the big difficulties at UMass.  You have different possibilities:

1. The closest parking lot to the Music Department is the Church lot that is only a 5-minute walk.  The price is around $325 per year, more expensive if you pay by semester.

2. Another possibility is to use the Parking Garage, which is further away and is not cheap ($1,50 per hour).

3. There is also metered parking around campus.  If you do this, make sure you have enough quarters as you will get a ticket if you run out of minutes and you need to pay these tickets in order to graduate.

4. Do not use the parking lot in front of the music department.  It is very tempting but you will probably get a ticket and eventually your car might be towed.

Food

Where to shop- 


There are several places to shop for food in the area.  “Big Y” market on University Drive is fairly cheap.  The quality of food varies.  “Stop & Shop,” on Route 9 is generally slightly more expensive and higher quality.  “Trader Joe’s” is further West on Route 9, next to the Hampshire Mall and is a smaller market with more unusual choices.  The products are high quality and the prices are very good for the quality.  “Whole Foods” is even further West on Route 9.  “Whole Foods” carries all natural and organic foods.  Their fruits and vegetables are very high quality.  They have a very large selection throughout the store.  Their prices can be very expensive.  All of these places can be reached on the PVTA bus.

Where to eat out-  


There are a lot of restaurants in the area.  You can find listings at http://www.amherstarea.com/amherst/index.cfm
What to avoid- 


Avoid buying too much at a time when food shopping.  You don’t want things to spoil.  Buy food that you think will last about a week.  When eating out, it all depends on what you’re not in the mood for.  Ask around.

Computer access:


There are computers all over campus and wireless internet is available in most buildings. There are several computers available in the Music Reserve Lab, room 149 in the FAC.  But if you need to print documents, you can go to OIT Classroom 444 on the 4th floor of FAC. The OIT Computer Classrooms provide teaching spaces for faculty who need students to have access to computers during class meetings. When not being used for teaching, students, faculty and staff have access to the Computer Classroom facilities. OIT provides 11 classrooms around campus. Health

UMass Health Services (413) 577-5000


University Health Services is open 24 hours a day during the semester, and from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m. (midnight) during the summer and winter breaks.


Call the Triage Advice Nurse (577-5229) before coming to Urgent Care. This is the best way to reduce your waiting time. The Triage Advice Nurse will evaluate your situation and help you determine and follow the best course of care: self-care or home treatment, clinic appointment, visit to the Urgent Care Clinic, or transportation by ambulance directly to the hospital.

When you do need to be seen in Urgent Care, follow these steps:

1) Check in at the Member Services Registration/Information Area (Monday - Friday, 8:00 am - 5:00 pm); or at the Medial Records Area (after 5:00 pm or on weekends);

2) Visit the Dispatch Coordinator;

3) Visit the Triage Advice Nurse, who will assess your situation and establish the medical priority of problems that are to be seen;

4) Please understand that the actual waiting time may vary (from a few minutes up to an hour or more) depending on the number of patients waiting to be seen and the complexity of their situations;

5. Receive care from a provider in Urgent Care.

Contraception appointments can be made through your primary care practitioner (577-5101). Don’t forget to attend a Contraceptive Choices education session before your appointment and bring the pink form to your practitioner. For more information about Contraceptive Choices, call 577-5181.


How long will the pharmacy hold a prescription after it has been requested? That depends on the medication prescribed; generally, the maximum is 14 days. It’s always best to pick up your prescription as soon as possible.


Prescription refills: To refill a UHS prescription, call 577-5066 and follow the system prompts. Be ready to provide the patient’s name and date of birth, along with the prescription number or the medication name. Prescription refills will be ready for pickup on the next business day.
How To Be Seen at UHS: How Best to Seek the Care You Need

Routine Care For all routine appointments, such as annual physicals, routine gynecological or contraception visits, well baby check-ups, or follow up visits, simply call the main appointment desk at 577-5101.
Same Day or Next Day Care  For an acute problem that needs care on the same day or the next day, call the Triage Advice Nurse, at 577-5229, who will assist you in receiving appropriate care. Reasons to seek a same day or next day appointment might include an upper respiratory problem, an ear infection, a gynecological infection, a urinary tract infection, symptoms of a sexually transmitted disease, etc.

Urgent Care  For urgent situations, such as possible fractures, asthma attacks, severe abdominal pain, etc., come to the Urgent Care Clinic located on the first floor of UHS, to the right of the main entrance. It is always best to call the Triage Advice Nurse (577-5229) first, if at all possible before coming to Urgent Care.

Student Activities

Appendix A: Department of Music & Dance Ensemble Policy
Preamble

The Department of Music and Dance supports twelve large music ensembles and a substantial number of small and chamber music ensembles.  Majors in every music degree concentration may enroll in any of the department’s ensembles for elective credit.  Equally, all other students in the university may enroll for credit in any of the ensembles for which they qualify.

The following ensemble requirements for undergraduate music majors depend on the student’s area of applied study and professional aspirations and are designed to prepare every music major most effectively for the professional position he or she will seek after graduation.  These requirements represent only the minimal ensemble enrollments in each Bachelor of Music degree concentration and do not prevent any student from selecting additional ensemble activities in other department ensembles.

Department-wide Ensemble Requirements

1.  Any ensemble bearing the MUSIC prefix may be taken for credit.

2.  All music majors and music minors must enroll in at least one ensemble bearing a MUSIC prefix every semester they are enrolled in applied lessons.

3.  Each concentration in the Bachelor of Music degree program lists the number and type of ensembles that satisfy the degree requirements in that concentration.

4.  Students receiving financial assistance through departmental awards or scholarships may be assigned to specific ensembles, as determined by departmental need.  Such decisions will be made by the department chair in consultation with ensemble conductors and the appropriate applied instructor.

5.  Exceptions to ensemble requirements in a degree concentration will be determined by the area faculty in consultation with the appropriate applied instructor and ensemble conductors.  Should disputes arise, the request for an exception will be sent to the Undergraduate Curriculum Committee for a final decision.

Music Theory Ensemble Requirements

Composition/Theory majors concentrating in Music Theory must take a total of 12 credits in ensembles.  They must enroll in at least one ensemble during each semester in which they are enrolled for applied lessons.  At least four of these ensembles must be chamber ensembles.  At least four must be larger, conducted ensembles.  To gain experience in a wide range of different ensemble settings, students are strongly encouraged to enroll in at least four different ensembles during the course of their studies.  Students must select ensembles in consultations with their applied music teacher and the Coordinator of Theory.  Students may choose from the following ensembles:

Composition Ensemble Requirements

Composition/Theory majors concentrating in Composition must enroll in at least one ensemble during each semester in which they are enrolled in applied lessons.  This requirement may be waived for the semester in which the student is presenting his or her composition portfolio.  At least four ensembles must be chamber ensembles and an additional two must be in University Orchestra or Wind Ensemble/Symphony Band and Chamber Singers/University Chorale.  An additional six may be in any ensemble bearing a MUSIC prefix.  Ensembles must be selected in consultation with the student’s applied music teacher and the Coordinator of Composition.

Music History Ensemble Requirements

Bachelor of Music in Music History students are required to enroll in 8 semesters of large ensembles concurrently with applied lessons, and four semesters of chamber ensembles.  Decisions should be made in consultation with the faculty advisor and in accordance with the following:

Woodwind, brass and percussion majors:


8 semesters Wind Ensemble, Symphony Band, University Orchestra, or Jazz big band


4 semesters Chamber Ensembles including at least 1 in early music (MUSIC 578*)

String Majors:


8 semesters University Orchestra


4 semesters Small Ensembles including at least 1 in MUSIC 578*

Voice Majors:


8 semesters Chamber Choir, University Chorale, Women’s Choir, or Collegium chorus*, 


4 semesters of Chamber Music including at least 1 in MUSIC 578*

Keyboard Majors:


8 semesters Chamber Choir, University Chorale, Women’s Choir, Collegium Chorus*, Wind Ensemble, Symphony Band, Jazz big band or University Orchestra


4 semesters of Chamber Ensembles including at least 1 in MUSIC 578*

* Note on Collegium “Music 578, Collegium” is the only dedicated MUSIC number for early-music participation, covering (a) numerous small, coached instrumental and vocal/instrumental ensembles and (b) the Five College Early Music Collegium, which includes a conducted mixed chorus as well as ad hoc vocal and instrumental ensembles.

*� In the Choral Conducting program, the 6 credits of MUS ED: 691 are to be divided as follows:


Seminar: Advanced Choral Conducting	2 credits


Seminar: Conductor’s Analysis/Score Study	2 credits


Independent Study (Choral Literature)	2 credits


The seminars are to be taken in the first year, the independent study in the first semester of the second year, and the required recital in the second semester of the second year.
