and a minimum of 5 semesters of large jazz ensemble and a minimum of

3 semesters of chamber jazz ensemble (totaling 11) for rhythm section instruments.

*Jazz Lab Ensemble may not be selected to fulfill more than 2 semesters of the large jazz ensemble
requirement.
