To gain experience in a wide range of different ensemble
settings, students are strongly encouraged to enroll in at least four different
ensembles during the course of their studies. Students must select ensembles in
consultation with their applied music instructor and the Coordinator of Theory.

At least two of these ensembles must be selected

from University Orchestra, Symphony Band, Wind Ensemble, University Chorale,

or Chamber Choir. At least four must be chamber ensembles. An additional six

may be in any ensemble bearing the MUSIC prefix. Students must select ensembles

in consultation with their applied music instructor and the Coordinator of Composition.
