The Master of Arts in Teaching degree program was authorized by the §g§£g_g£_
Trustees in 1954 as a cooperative program between the School of Education and other
participating departments. In 1973, the Graduate Council ad hoc MAT Steering
Committee, acting as a policy board to advise the Graduate Dean, proposed a revision
of the structure of the MAT program to essentially operate under the administration
of each participating department, rather than through the School of Education. This
Graduate Council Committee would continue to advise the Graduate Dean on MAT policy
matters. The new program guidelines were then approved by the Graduate Council on
May 16, 1973 and serve as the model for MAT programs.

As of two years ago, there were eleven MAT departmental programs approved and
in operation, although Sports Studies was short-lived, in that no students were
admitted and this program was terminated in Spring 1977. The MAT program in Anthropology
was also terminated by 1976. The attached chart presents an analysis of student flow
through each of the MAT programs over the past five years.

Four of the programs (Art, Classics, English, and French) have chosen to be
reviewed by NCATE this FAll. .
