Application Procedure
You may submit your application at any time during the semester. Your application will be placed in a "Pending" file. If your application is complete it will be reviewed and a decision will be made before the next semester begins.  Notification of this decision should reach you by email. 
The evaluation of your application will be based primarily on (1) your overall academic record, and (2) your application statement(s). An overall UMass GPA of 2.5 is required for entrance into the major.
If you are accepted is your responsibility to complete the Change of Major procedure.
STUDENTS ARE STRONGLY ENCOURAGED TO APPLY TO THE MAJOR BY THE END OF SOPHOMORE YEAR. DELAYING ENTRY TO THE MAJOR MAY REQUIRE ADDITIONAL SEMESTERS TO COMPLETE MAJOR REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION.
