Public Health Sciences – Possible Course Sequence: Social Science Track
The Social Science track is particularly flexible.  Courses NOT in the School of Public Health (those with PUBHLTH as their designation) can be used to fulfill both general education requirements and the PHS major.  This pertains to the math and statistics component, foundation classes, and collateral field.  ONE Public Health class (usually PH 160) can also count as a general education requirement.  
Students are entirely responsible for making sure that both their general education requirements as well as the PHS major requirements are met for graduation.  Use SPIRE throughout your UMass career to track your progress.
