On view for the first time in the United States, EI Muro is a series of ten photographic triptychs
by Cuban artist Eduardo Hernandez Santos. In 2005, Santos discovered that a block of the
Malecon, the five-mile sea wall extending from Old to Central Havana, had been claimed as a
place where gay and transgender Cubans congregated on a nightly basis. He photographed at El
Muro (the wall) over the next year, engaging in discussions with his subjects, many of whom had
no other public social outlet to express this aspect of their identities.
