
WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

 To be considered for summer ! nancial aid, you must be an active, currently 
enrolled student, making Satisfactory Academic Progress in a degree-
granting program at the University of Massachusetts Amherst.  

   THE IMPACT OF SUMMER FINANCIAL  AID

Typically, ! nancial aid is split between two terms.  When you receive
 ! nancial aid during the summer, your ! nancial aid for the academic year
 will be reduced because loan(s) are now split into three terms.  

 Example of the impact of a summer term on a Graduate Sub loan amount:
                   Summer      Fall         Spring            Total
    No Summer Term        $0           $4,250       $4,250           $8,500
    With Summer Term     $2,834    $2,833       $2,833           $8,500
 

Please carefully consider your resources, and your need for summer classes 
and ! nancial aid.  Many students have found that the reduction in academic 
year aid was not in their best interest, since educational expenses are larger  
for the fall and spring semesters.

SUMMER FINANCIAL AID AWARDS

 You will be considered for the maximum amount of Federal Financial Aid 
based on your request, which may include a Direct Loan, and/or Federal
Work-Study.  We must ! rst determine your eligibility for ! nancial aid for the 
academic year and then adjust your award and cost to include a summer term.  

Graduate students are eligible for up to $8,500 in a subsidized loan and up to 
$12,000 in an unsubsidized loan for the academic year.  These amounts may vary 
depending on your ! nancial need, actual cost of attendance (COA), other ! nancial 
aid received and expected family contribution (EFC).

  GRADUATE STUDENTS

If you are a graduate student not registered for credits, but working on 
! e ldwork, research, or a dissertation, you may be eligible for summer
! n ancial aid.  Provide a letter to the Graduate Records Of! ce from your 
Program Director certifying your enrollment status of at least ½ time to
receive a loan. Your enrollment status will be veri! ed online.

FEDERAL WORK-STUDY INFORMATION

You must be a graduate degree seeking student who was enrolled for 
Spring of 2008 and will enroll for Fall 2008.
You do not have to enroll for summer classes to be eligible for 

         Summer Federal Work-Study.  

Once you are awarded Work-Study, you are responsible for ! nding a job 
and doing the appropriate paperwork with the hiring department. If you are 
returning to the same job, the department will need to process your
summer payroll information.  

Summer payroll dates are: May 25 – August 23, 2008.
Employment can be full or part time.  
The average summer work-study amount will be $2,550.

 REGISTERING FOR SUMMER CLASSES:

Upon receipt of your completed Summer Application we will notify the
Division of Continuing & Professional Education of your eligibility for
enrollment within 5 business days. 

If your application is incomplete or additional information is required, you 
will be noti! ed via your SPIRE “TO DO” list or your UMass email account. 
Incomplete applications must be resolved before you will be allowed to 
register for classes.

Please be aware that this noti! cation process does not guarantee  
         a summer ! nancial aid award.

You will be noti! ed at the email address on your application when 
you are able to register.
You must follow up with any documentation required to ! nalize your 
eligibility for summer aid.
You must be registered for summer classes before we can award 
federal loans.

SUMMER LOAN REQUIREMENT

If you choose to borrow a loan for the summer term, you must have  
a valid Master Promissory Note (MPN) on ! le.  If you are required 
to sign a MPN, we will notify you. 

PAYMENT OF BILL  AND REFUND OF EXCESS

All students registered through the Division of Continuing & 
Professional Education (CPE) : 

Financial Aid funds will be disbursed* to Bursar accounts 
on or after July 1, 2008, once enrollment of six or more 
credits is veri! ed.

For students not enrolled in Excess Express refund checks may 
be  available within 10 working days after funds are disbursed 
to accounts at the Bursar’s Of! ce.   Please consider signing up 
for Excess Express through your SPIRE account

Graduate Students (Not enrolled for credits)

Financial Aid funds will be disbursed to Bursar accounts on or 
after July 1, 2008, once enrollment status is veri! ed.

For students not enrolled in Excess Express, refund checks may 
be  available within 10 working days after funds are disbursed 
to accounts at the Bursar’s Of! ce.   Please consider signing up 
for Excess Express through your SPIRE account
