❖ Prepare for 

Communication and 

Literacy Skills MTEL

Year 3: Junior

❖ Take and pass 

Communication and 

Literacy Skills MTEL (if not 

done so already)

❖ Finish prerequisites

❖ Apply in January

Year 4: Senior

❖ Take 1-3 graduate level 

courses

❖ Finish undergraduate 

major

❖ Graduate with bachelor’s 

degree

Year 5: Master’s year

❖ Student teach

❖ Finish graduate level courses

❖ Graduate with master’s and 

endorsement for initial license

Things to consider:

❖ Studying abroad can happen at 

anytime (ideally in year 3)

❖ Education minor is required
